Twenty-eight Years
of Perseverance

Indian culture is enriched with deities and Lord Vitthala is special among those.
Since last 28 eras HE is seen standing firmly on the brick in the most unique
position, with both HIS hands on waist, blessing his devotees, devoid of any
favouritism. The main nadis in our body are 28, God Shiva has 28 different forms.
We can say that Indian mythology has a great contribution to the number 28.
Buldana Urban also completes 28 years since inception.

Since last 28 years the cooperation movement at BUCC has been an ongoing
process benefitting all the members equally. Of course, this journey was not
without hurdles; yet, with the warm regards and blessings from all BUCC could
come out of problems successfully. Cooperation has always been the backbone of
our very existence.

Last year witnessed a hike of around 16 18% inthe area of banking. Yet, BUCC has
achieved a 41% growth and has established a new record. The deposits have
touched a soaring 3637 crore from 2582 crore last year. The 339 branches of the
Society now are serving7 lac customersrelentlessly and efficiently.

Since last few years the Society is aiming at giving loan on gold or warehouse
deposits. This has helped the Society to recover maximum loans. It has an NPA of
2.17%. During last year Society has disbursed gold loan amounting to 900 crore
rupees and warehouse deposits loan amounting to Rs. 600 crore.

There are 44 new branches added to our family. By now, 220 branches are
interlinked through core banking. Of course, we intend to link all our branches but
the lack of basic facilities in many of the towns and villages make it rather difficult
to do so. Indeed, there will be a solution for this very soon. Right now, we are
aiming at offering net banking facility at the branches interlinked through core
banking.

Dongarkhandala village which was adopted by the Society for overall
development since last 3 years is showing progress in many areas. The roads, water
supply and washrooms being the topmost priority, Society has concentrated on



these areas. In addition, the MICRO spinning mill started by the Society will provide employment to more than 200 young
entrepreneurs. The Society aims to produce uniform material to suffice the need of all the schools established by it. Designing
and manufacturing of these uniforms will be an added bonus to Society’s earlier achievements. Dongarkhandala now houses
ATM centre for water supply. Pure drinking water is supplied at a very reasonable rate through these ATMs. The Society aims to
provide the same facility at many other places.

To initiate tourism BUCC arranged many trips. Afew to name are the Dwarka Somnath trip and a women’s special trip at Tirupati.
Thousands of enthusiastic tourists eagerly participated in these.

The Branch Managers and Officers of the branches crossing the target of profit of Rs. 75 lac, were gifted with a tour package to Sri
Lanka. Almost a hundred staff members were benefited with this. BUCC also arranges for training of its staff to keep them afresh of
all the changes and learn the new and essential skills in banking. The in house training helps the employees a lot. In the near
future, the residential training centre at Shirdi will surely benefit the outside employees to enhance their skills as well. The CAIM
Scheme (The Convergence of Agricultural Interventions in Maharashtra’s Distressed District Programme) is successfully
implemented at Undri (Tehsil Chikhali) and Deulgaon Mahi (Tehsil Deulgaon Raja) clusters. The CAIM Project will soon be
implemented at Mehekar and Sindkhed Raja and the proposals has also been submitted for Dongarkhandala & Undti.

The Society has never shunned away from social commitment. Cleanliness of Buldana remains a prime priority for it. Keeping
this in mind, it has sent a proposal to the Municipality wherein various schemes to keep Buldana dirt free are introduced. Society
aims at keeping Buldana clean and hygienic.

Initially, the work of Society was limited only to the outskirts of Buldana. But slowly and steadily its fame has extended the
working through other cities and states. As for today, BUCC is recognised on international level. Dr. Sukesh Zanwar, MD,
has represented the Society in many countries so far. The work that Society is doing in the field of cooperation is of immense
importance and has made every member proud of its achievements in various fields. 210 branches of the society are now
connected with Core Banking and now the customers are operating their accounts through Net Banking facility.

Keeping in with the tradition of last many years, representatives from various institutions throughout India have kept visiting
BUCC to know more about its working methodologies. Members from other countries are also specifically visiting BUCC.
Though BUCC has become internationally famous today, it has not severed its ties to the soil where it has thrived so well.
The Pune Division is working extensively through the Small Help Groups to boost female entrepreneurs. The ambulance service
is now extended at Ichalkaranji, Dist. Kolhapur; Karimnagar, Dist. Telangana and Jalgaon Jamod, Dist. Buldana. Numerous
pilgrims have preferred and enjoyed the facilities our Bhaktniketan at Tirupati & Mahur. Bhaktniketan at Omkareshwar is also
progressing towards its finishing point.

Many eminent leaders including the Deputy Chief Minister of Maharashtra Hon’ble Shri Ajitdada Pawar have visited the Society
in person. It is certainly a proud moment for the Society to see eminent people like Hon’ble Late Shri Gopinathji Munde, Hon’ble
Shri Nitinji Gadkari, Hon’ble Shri Raosaheb Danve, Hon'ble Shri Sanjaykaka Patil (Sangli) and Hon’ble Shri Anandrao Adsul
winning during the 16th Parliament elections. These all have always been a part of our family. Witnessing the sad demise of
Hon'ble Shri Gopinathji Munde has been a strong blow for all of us. May God allow his soul to rest in peace!

I am very well aware of the fact that common man has been at the centre of the progress that we are experiencing year after year.

Report on the Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of M/s Buldana Urban Co operative Credit Society Ltd., which
comprise the Balance Sheet as on March 31, 2014, and the Statement of Profit and Loss for the year then ended, and
a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information, in which are incorporated the Retums of
326 branches, of which 222 branches are audited by us & 104 branches audited by branch auditor.

The Society has undertaken various activities such as Banking, BOT (Road construction & maintenance as a joint venture
partner), running of residential hostel at Tirupati (A.P.) and Mahur (Mah.), Marketing of Agricultural produce, Running of
boy’s hostel at Pune and General Insurance Commission Agency.

The financial statements of the Society (Credit Division) include the financial results of activities such as Banking, Marketing
of Agricultural produce, Running of boy’s hostel at Pune, Bhakta Niwas at Tirupati, Mahur and General Insurance
Commission Agency which have been audited by us.

On the basis of written representation received from the Directors of the Society and taken on record by the Board of
Directors, we report that none of the Directors is disqualified as on 31st March 2014 from being appointed as Director in
terms of Clause of Asub section 1of Section 43 of the Multi State Co operative Societies Act, 2002.

In our opinion, the Balance Sheet and the Profit & Loss Account dealt with by this report comply with the Accounting
Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India in so far as they apply to the Co operative Society (Credit
Div.) except the following:

Prior Period Items (AS5): There is no practice of disclosing prior period items separately in the Profit & Loss Account as
required by Accounting Standard 5. Such amounts have been included in their natural heads of account and not separately
disclosed in a manner that their impact on the financial results for the year can be perceived. The quantum is not
ascertainable.

Employee Benefits (AS15): Separate disclosure of the employee benefits as laid down at the Accounting Standard (AS15)
remains to be made in the financial statements.

Accounting for Taxes on Income (AS22): The deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities arising out of the timing
difference remain to be recognised in the financial statements.

Financial Reporting Of Interest in Joint Venture (AS27): The disclosure requirements as laid down in the said standard
remain to be adhered to, in totality.

In absence of adherence to the accounting standards mentioned above, its respective and total financial impact on the
financial statements could not be perceived.

We further report that had the financial effect of Clause 1 and 13 of Appendix | forming part of this report been considered
the Profit would have reduced by Rs. 12459836/ with corresponding reduction in Reserve Funds. (calculation sheet
enclosed).
